Question:
How did you start choreographing together and who does what?

Gauger: We were asked to help with the show by Becca Johnson, the director, because she knew our
dance experience.

Kelley: We met in Acting Up's "Grease." Through the course of the show, we realized that we both trained
under the same coach at different locations and that we had a mutual love of tap dance.

Gauger: We both work together and individually, but we always make sure to choreograph the opening
number together. We start off the show with a number we both contributed to and it gives us an idea of the
style we will be using for the rest of the musical.

Kelley: We divide the remaining numbers based on who has a stronger idea/desire for one song and

based on our schedules. We are both extremely busy. It's basically divide and conquer with a whole lot of
communication.

Question:
What's the trick to getting non-dancers dancing?

Kelley: Make it fun. No one wants to dance to something boring, especially someone who is ... a
non-dancer.

Gauger: Make them believe they can do it and continually encourage them to do more.

Kelley: Our job is so much more than making up a dance. We have to motivate kids in all ranges of ability
and age to make our choreography the best it can be. My No. 1 goal is to introduce as many people as |
can to the world of dance.

Question:

How much time do you spend dancing - classes, rehearsals, choreo, performing?

Kelley: When I'm not at school or sleeping, I'm dancing.
