"We learned that the children pretty much 
led the discussion with their questions," Jan 
Fischer said. 

In a casual gathering in the school lunch 
room, the cast fired questions at the couple 
and other seniors, on topics like the kinds of 
dances that were popular, clothing, cars, 
food and dating. 

"If you had a car, you were pretty popular 
with the girls," Don Fischer said.
